Since its inception on
June 19th in 1865, when Union soldiers led by Major General Gordon Granger landed in Galveston, Texas,
with news that the war had ended and that the enslaved were now free, communities across the US have been
celebrating that long-awaited news.  
 
 Dr. Alan Stutts, the President of Brown College, feels that the college’s involvement in such activities aligns
with and fortifies the school's achievements.
 
 "Brown College owes its success to a long tradition of career education alternatives for people of virtually
every background, and we are proud to support celebrations of diversity such as Juneteenth,"  said Dr. Stutts.
